Old Business:
Vision Bear Lake.  Max Coalter reported for Rick Farfsing who is gone.  Beach work: permits have been requested.  Meetings: The group met with Pete Hoekstra last week and is meeting with Michelle McManus this Tuesday, trying to open doors for more funding for area projects, particularly the sewer project. Meeting this Friday with Dave Palsrok.  Bike maps: are available now to anyone wanting them. Reminder that the group meets on the 2nd Monday of the month, 7PM at the Lions Den in BL. June 26th will be the initial community meeting with the STDI team at the Methodist Church at 6:30PM.  The total STDI cost will be $40,000, and the Little River Bank had already pledged $10,000 of that cost.  A discussion followed of our original estimate of a $3500 cost for Bear Lake alone, and it was finally decided that the Promoter’s would contribute $2,000 to the Manistee Community Foundation for the STDI study. Motion Nancy Coalter, second Jackie Johnson, passed by show of hands 9 to 6, balance abstaining.
