September 6, 2006

Meeting called to order 8AM by President Fred Alkire

A moment of silence was held for the memory of Eileen Moffatt, deceased August 30th.

Minutes were circulated and approved with a spelling correction, and correction of the starting time of the Financial Peace University class from Sept. 11 to Sept. 18.

Treasurer’s report was circulated and reviewed by Treasurer Joanne Schroeder and accepted.  Balance in checking of $6555.84, savings $3317.30.

Old Business:
1. Vision Bear Lake.  Max Coalter reported that the yard sale netted $846.00 . The group has received a grant from the Manistee County Foundation for $4000 for development of a cooperative master plan.  The beach improvements at the park were washed out in a recent storm, but have been repaired.  The recreation/Tourism committee is working on a bike/hike trail around the lake.  The open house has been rescheduled to Sept 16th 1-3PM at Hopkins Park.
2. Planters.  Carver Edward reported that new planters have been located and can be ordered through Pleasanton Greenhouse for $75 each plus shipping.  Total cost of $1269 for 12 planters.  After discussion, motion made by Don Brisbin seconded and approved to purchase new planters.
3. Community Yard Sale.  Terry Schmidt reported that there were 55 paid participants, and a cost of $88 was incurred for the flyers.
4. Dues.   The board reported that they had discussed the current dues structure and recommended that is be changed so that businesses pay the same as individuals-$25.  Passed by voice vote.
5. Business Presentation.  Jacque Wallace, CPA, PC was this month’s highlighted business.  She gave a summary of what a CPA does, what her practice encompasses and some of the changes in the profession.
New Business:
1. Corresponding Secretary.   With Eileen’s death, the group is left without a corresponding secretary.  Jackie Johnson graciously accepted the position for the remainder of the term.

2. Business After Hours. Nancy Coalter reported nothing new right now, but any businesses interested should contact her.  Businesses need only provide drawing prizes and give a short presentation.  Late Sept or early October? To get more participation it was suggested that every member should invite a guest and introduce them at the event. It was also suggested that the board work on a mission statement for Promoters so we will have something to present to a potential new member.
3. Lighting at Bear.  Carver reported the village requested that we pay the $500 that we had originally set aside for permit costs for the beach to the Village to help cover the cost of installing the lighting at the bear.  Motion made, seconded and passed.
4. Christmas in Bear Lake.  The first meeting will be September 18th at Carve and Gloria Edward’s house (7623 Main St.) at 7:30 AM-breakfast will be provided. Anyone interested in helping with this great event is encouraged to attend.  CIBL will be December 9th.
5. Sparkle in the Park.  Pauline Jaquish reported that there is still space available, but we already have more than last year.  A discussion of the need for heavy duty extension cords resulted in a request to get a number and source and present at the next meeting.  Late October we will begin setting up the displays, with an opening night for the Friday after Thanksgiving.  Jacque Wallace reported that she had several extra waterproof outlet boxes, contact her if you can use one.  The need for waterproof timers and elevated displays was discussed.  Inflatable decorations were discouraged unless the owners will maintain them and clean off the snow regularly.
Don Hyrns circulated information on a nephew’s participation in winter luge Olympic training and the costs involved.

Jim Eaton gave an update on the Eurasian Water Milfoil problem.  Their group has been to all local government agencies and several other groups and is in the process of forming an advisory council to take the next steps.  They are asking for 2 representatives from each local unit or group.  Don Brisbin and Jay Johnson volunteered from the Promoters.  The group will be meeting the last week in September—call Don Raiff for further information at 864-3011. The Property Owner’s Association has pledged $2000.00 toward milfoil treatment, but much more is needed.  Fundraising will be discussed.
Max Coalter reported that the “rock” has been selected for the bear plaque.  Jim Reed has agreed to move it to Carver’s for drilling and mounting, then moving onto the site.
