Old Business:
1. Vision Bear Lake  Max Coalter reported that the STDI meeting on June 26th was well attended.  Also the Beach project is nearly completed.  The bike map brochure is being distributed and the maps are also posted on the website.  One bid for $1163 for lighting on the bear and the flag was received.  Glen from the Village will be getting other bids and will report back.  The grant from LIAA for $12,000 was approved to begin formulation of a community master plan necessary for future grants and developments.  Mary Manning from VBL has received approval and will be getting signage for two “Adopt-A-Highway” stretches on both sides of the village.  Mary has also organized a Home and Garden Tour that will take place during Bear Lake Days weekend.  The VBL committee is organizing Village clean up days every Wednesday.  Meet at Sunshine Café at 9AM—bring a shovel, rake and broom if you can.  All are welcome.
2. Bear Lake Days.  Jay Johnson reported that Jackie and Pauline were being interviewed this morning by the Manistee radio station regarding Bear Lake Days.  The Fireworks were discussed.  Potter Road will be blocked off, but good viewing should be from anywhere on the Lake, US 31 south of town, Linderman Road, etc.  The potato crew circulated a sign up sheet for cleaning and prep on Friday.  Call Gloria Edwards.
3. Post Cards. I more package has been sold, and there are plenty left.  $8.50 for 50.  Merchants are free to charge whatever they wish at retail.
