Old Business:
1. Sparkle in the Park.  Pauline Jaquish passed around the article from the News Advocate covering the Saturday opening.  The Promoters currently decorates about 20 of the sites. We could use more locals and business participation. Kudos to Linda and Dave Schweyer for handling the opening ceremonies and to Bear Lake Marine for shrink-wrapping the pavilion. Making the donation can more visible was discussed
2. Santa Visit.  Gloria reported that there were only 35 kids, but Santa and everyone seemed to enjoy the new location. Leftover candy will go in the troop boxes.
3. Turkey Drawing.  Rita Brisbin announced the 10 winners, and all seemed pleased, including the participating merchants. We received over 300 entries.
New Business:

1. Election. Ballots were passed around for voting. Fred Alkire withdrew his name for President, and asked that all vote for Rita Brisbin for that office.

2. Dues.  Jackie Johnson has prepared a new flyer that was distributed to those present, and will be mailed to all others for payment of the 2010 dues.  Still $25 per family, business, or individual.

3. Election procedures.  Jackie J. mentioned that a mailed-in ballot was received, and had checked our bylaws as to whether this was addressed or not. The bylaws only say that the board will be elected by the members. Some discussion on whether we should amend to specifically allow mailed ballots.  The board will take up the matter at a subsequent meeting.

4. Publicity Chair. Jackie J. pointed out the placemats at all our places that contain the wrong date for the Sparkle opening, and still list Christmas in Bear Lake on Dec. 12th. Do we need a “publicity” person to coordinate all our events and make sure correct dates get communicated to the Manistee Chamber, news media, etc.? No action taken.

6. Bear Lake Days.  Bob Peterson reported that they are already working on the fireworks vendor, and will start holding meetings in January.
