Meeting called to order 7:55AM by President Rita Brisbin
Minutes were circulated and approved

Treasurer’s report was circulated and reviewed by Treasurer Joanne Schroeder and accepted. Balance Checking $5443.67, savings $1386.23
Correspondence: Jackie Johnson circulated several items received, and noted that the membership forms will be in the mail shortly, and contact her if you can think of anyone not currently a member that one should be mailed or delivered to.
Old Business:
1. Sparkle in the Park.  Pauline Jaquish was given a standing ovation (which, of course, she said all workers deserved)!  Pauline read some comments she received from viewers.  All very positive. She counted cars last Sunday night between 5-9 PM—there were 236! Tuesday in the rain there were over 70 during a shorter time period. 23 businesses prepared sites this year, as well as the 9 sites, entry, pavilion and deck prepared by Promoters and Promoter members.  Kudos to all.  We were a bit unprepared for the number of people we had on opening night.  We don’t know actual numbers, but we do know there were over 115 kids!  We prepared 150 cups of hot chocolate and ran out.  The chili, coffee and cookies held out to the end. Discussion of changes/improvements for 2011 include relocation of the serving tables, prepping the hot chocolate in advance and putting in insulated containers, moving the fire truck so it does not cause confusion and traffic bottlenecks, traffic and parking attendants with flashlights and reflective vests, and having the village open the restrooms.
2. Turkey Drawing.  Rita B reported there were 351 entries.  She read some of the comments people made about why they love living in Bear Lake.  Included “The Lake”, “The People”, “It’s close to Auto Value”. The 10 winners were Gary McBride, Phyllis Smith, Mark Grabowski, Bob O’Rourke, Heidi Leffew, Rita Holman, Rich Perry, Diana Alexander, Mickey Bredbanner and LeRoy McDowell. Thanks to all for participating.
3. New Officers.  New and old officers will get together to make a smooth transition for the next month’s meeting.
4. Dues letters will be going out.

New Business:

1. Sparkle 2011.  Pauline took the floor again.  There was discussion on how to encourage Sparkle viewers to visit local businesses. Dave Long said he had at least a few visit the Bar. Pauline also said they might have exceeded the 2010 budget due to a few late needs, such as having to shirk-wrap the pavilion twice (wind damage), posts, conduit, etc.  We have, however, already collected $256 in donations, due at least partly to the new “donations” sign created by Jerome Kenny. It was suggested that we might consider pricing obtaining OSB board or other more permanent “shuttering” for the pavilion that we could put up every year. The committee could also use donations of steel posts, conduit, re-rod, 3 foot 2x4’s, cords, and other items.
2. Donation to Church.  It was noted that we have borrowed coffee pots, spoons, and kitchen facilities (including for Bear Lake Days) from the Church and have never, to our recollection, made a contribution to them.  It was moved by Jerome Kenny, second Linda Schweyer to donate $100 to the Bear Lake United Methodist Church.  Passed

3. Upgrade Pavilion.  A discussion ensued on what improvements could be made to the pavilion, including expand size, upgrade electrical, etc.  The possibility of obtaining a grant was discussed and will be pursued.

4. Jacque Erdman reported that she left a message for Jerry Peterson regarding the Potter Road trees, but has not received a return call.  She will follow up by phone or email.
